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The MQM Founder & Leader Mr Altaf Hussain has stated that the terrorism in 

Karachi yesterday was a well planned conspiracy to disturb the peace of the city. He 

appealed to the MQM worker and the public to remain peaceful and defeat the 

conspiracy to disturb the peace of the city. He was speaking to the Members of MQM 

Coordination Committee and other Wings at the MQM Head Office Nine Zero in 

Karachi today. He said that for some time the conspiring elements were planning to 

disturb the peace of Karachi but the MQM with the support of enlightened public had 

defeated all their conspiracies. Now once again through a well planned conspiracy 

they targeted the peaceful MQM Rally and murdered innocent citizens. He said that in 

the past he and the ANP Leader Khan Abdul Wali Khan got united and defeated all 

the conspiracies of instigating Pakhtoon Mohajir riots. He advised the leader of ANP 

Asfandyar Wali Khan that following the footsteps of his father Khan Wali Khan and 

Bacha Khan he must play a positive role so those who are involved in committing 

terrorist activities and shedding the blood of innocent Urdu and Pashto speaking 

citizens and to defeat the conspiracy of instigating linguistic riots.
